1. Welcome and Apologies 
The Chair welcomed all to the meeting. 
 Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr. Hannah Poole, Cllr. Wes Poole, Cllr. Cotterell MBE 
(FDC) and PCSO Martin Bogunovic.  
 

2. Signing of Minutes 
 The minutes of the 11th June meeting were signed, by the Chair, as true record of the meeting. 
 

3. Disclosure and Declarations of Interests 
 Cllr. Bliss declared an interest in payment 9.3 
 

4. Update on action points from previous meeting 
It was reported that: 
 A notice was placed in the Heron in response to the letter of complaint received last month. 
 The base of the old roundabout has been removed 
 The manhole cover was replaced.  

 

5. Update on the Councillor’s Code of Conduct 
 The Clerk updated the members on the required changes needed as a result of the Localism Act. 
Copies of a proposed Code of Conduct have been given to all members with a view to formally 
adopting it at the meeting in August. Details of the new arrangements for Pecuniary Interests were also 
explained and forms were asked to be returned at the next meeting. 
Cllr. Yeulett informed members that he is to Chair the new committee to oversee conduct of members 
and informed the Council that FDC have set up some training sessions on 12th and 24th July.

donation. It was agreed by the Council that personal donations rather than ones from the Council 
would be more appropriate.

 FDC have responded to the two queries relating to change of use for properties in Euximoor Drove 

where businesses have been set up and confirm all is in order. 
 FDC have inspected the untidy property along Euximoor Drove and report that they have come to 

an agreement for a phased tidy up. 
 Quotes have been obtained for Jubilee Children’s benches at the School to be paid for with the 

remaining Jubilee grant money. The Chair and Clerk will liaise with the School regarding their 
purchase.

 Overgrown garden in the unoccupied property adjacent to Cobwebs and opposite the pub.
